57, but it was not until | got to
chapter 62 that | began to
more fully understand the
true depth of not only His
Love, but His delight in Israel.
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Nations will see your

vindication, and all kings your
splendor.You will be called by a new name that
the Lord himself will give you.You will be a
majestic crown in the hand of the Lord, a royal
turban in the hand of your God. You will no
longer be called, “Abandoned,” and your land
will no longer be called “Desolate.”
