Have you ever considered the unthanked
and unrecognized labors of those in your
church? The ones that faithful prepare
Sunday-school lessons, or who care for the
children? Or even the members of the
church staff and pastors that are serving?

One of the things that | have become acutely
aware of over the past many months is that
serving in ministry is difficult and often
discouraging.

For the Praise of God

Now, of course | and every other person in
ministry should be serving the Lord for His
praise, and not for those around us. The
moment that our that reasons for serving
are focused on the praise of men is when
our motivation becomes sinful.

In Ephesians 6 and in 1 Thessalonians 2:6
Paul makes it very clear that our motivation
in service should not be for the praise of
men, but that it should be out of love for our
God, who is always watching.
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We are also confronted by the contrasting

example in John 12:43; we see that some
Oloved praise from men more than praise

from GodO (NET), and it was this love of the

praise of men that kept many of the

Sanhedrin from salvation.

Serve the Lord with Gladness

So, we know that our service to the Lord
should only be for his praise, and not for the
praise of men. That He is the one that has
called us to where we serve, and our service
is for Him alone.

However, as | have labored here at
SONIlight | have gained a keen
understanding of the need for the
encouragement from the church body, for
those who are in ministry and service.

There have been many rough days that |
have labored and struggled with
discouraging thoughts, and | have received
a note, an email, a phone call, or even a
short little statement from a friend or
SONIlight supporter. Nothing special or
extravagant, but a simple word of
encouragement. Perhaps a reminder that
they are praying. Maybe an affirmation that
a particular message spoke to their heart.
Sometimes it is even something as simple as
a genuine inquiry into how things are going
continued over...
